The Indian Medical Asso-
ciation (IMA) has written to
the National Task Force
(NTF), which has been
mandated to formulate a
protocol for ensuring the
safety and security of
healthcare professionals,
again demanding a central
law on violence against
doctors and hospitals, and
declaring hospitals as safe
zones,

The IMA, in its letter,
formulated its submission
in three sections,
