PATNA: Indira Gandhi Institute
of Medical Sciences (IGIMS) on
Friday signed a memorandum
of understanding (MoU) with
the Indian Railway Finance
corporation (IRFC), under
which three modular operation
theatres would be built at a cost
of Rs 4.5-crore.
